Sec. 13-1, Hazardous Visual Obstructions
Section I. Definitions

1. “Lot or parcel of real estate” shall mean and include, in addaitime ground within their
respective boundaries, all parcels of ground lying and being adjacent totandimey beyond the
property line of any such lot or parcel of real estate to thelio@lof adjacent streets where a curb
line has been established, and ten feet beyond the property line wheunebniine has been
established on adjacent streets.

2. "Owner” shall mean the person, firm, corporation, or other entity shguaexar County
records to be the legal owner of a lot or parcel of real estate.

3. “City” shall mean the City of Terrell Hills, Texas.

Section Il. Visual Obstruction A Hazard

The construction, placement, or maintenance of a fence, wall, vegetationdgign, or any
other object that partially or totally obstructs the vision of theaipe of a motor vehicle upon
exiting a driveway onto a street or at the intersection of twoare streets, creates a hazardous
condition which endangers the life, health, and safety of the public; therefore, any sarclohsz
visual obstruction upon a lot or parcel of real estate in the City is prohibited.

SECTION IIl. Notice To Abate And Service Of Notice

Upon receiving a complaint of a hazardous visual obstruction as destndé&dief of Police,
or his designee, shall examine the named lot or intersection amohithetevhether or not such a
hazard exists.

If the Chief of Police or the designee finds that a fence, waldgtation, ground sign, or other
object is, in fact, a hazardous visual obstruction, notice to abatezamdlshall be given to the
owner of such lot or parcel of real estate. Abatement shall nodater than 30 days after notice is
received; however, if the hazard is an imminent threat to pubétys#ie Chief of Police may order
its immediate removal. Written notification to abate may bdentay means of a Police Officer
delivering the notice to said owner in person or by attaching the tmtloefront door or by mailing
the notice to same by Certified Mail, Return Receipt RequeHltttk correct address of the owner
of the lot or parcel of real estate cannot be ascertainededtnable effort, notice may be served
by publication as many as two (2) times within ten (10) consecuti&idaa newspaper that is
generally circulated in the City.

SECTION IV. Enforcement

In the event that the owner fails to abate the hazard within the time limith lpeosided, the
Chief of Police or his designee shall file a complaint in the Municipal Court of the Ci
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SECTION V. Penalty

Failure to abate such hazard is a misdemeanor, and an owner who igédtyndf such
violation shall be fined not less than thirty-five dollars ($35.00) nor tiane two hundred dollars
($200.00). Each day’s violation shall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION VI. Removal of Hazard by City

In the event the hazard is an imminent threat to public safety,faduwfe or refusal by the
owner to abate the hazard, the Secretary Manager is herebyzadlamd empowered to take action
to remove the hazard and to charge the cost and expense of such Wwengrtgperty owner. Such
work may be done by contract let to the lowest bidder or by labor eatplnythe City under the
supervision of the Secretary Manager or his designee. When thehamiieen completed, a
statement of the cost thereof shall be sent to the owner obsaigdarcel of real estate for payment
within ten days of the mailing of such statement.

SECTION VII. Lien for Expense

In the event of non-payment within the specified period, the SeciMtargger shall cause a
statement to be filed in the office of the County Clerk showingtis¢ and expense of the work
done on said property, the date performed, and the name of the owner h&datetof filing, the
amount shown by such statement to have been expended by the City, tagétli€r per cent
annual interest, shall be a privileged lien thereon, second only to tax liens andrgireeement
liens.

SECTION VIII. Foreclosure of Lien

A suit may be instituted, and recovery and foreclosure of the li@mfosuch expenditures and
interest may be had in the name of the City in any court havirggliction. The statement of the
Secretary Manager or a certified copy of such statementtshalima facie proof of the amount
expended for the work done on said property.

SECTION IX.

This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its adoptiortsapdblication as
provided by law and supercedes any and all previous ordinances addresssa@jdut, including
Ordinance 85(2), 4-9-51.

Should any line, sentence, phrase, word, paragraph or section hereof loehieeiavialid for

any reason, all remaining provisions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and eff

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Sec. 13-2, Reducing Commercial Through Traffic

1. That the traffic route passing through the City of TerrdlsHiescribed as consisting of that
portion of Eldon Road commencing at Rittiman Road and extending southtséhivéiBoulevard
and then south along Wiltshire Boulevard to North New Braunfels Avenaaddite same hereby
is closed to use by truck-tractors, trailers, semi-traileemngrcombination thereof in making one
continuous journey through the City of Terrell Hills.

2. Any person driving or operating any vehicle described in the precpdmagraph in either
direction along and upon such designated traffic route in one continuous jdumegh the City of
Terrell Hills shall be guilty of an offense and upon conviction shall be fioetb exceed $50.00.

3. Provided, however, that the use of such traffic route by any such pedhibhicle shall not be
unlawful when made in connection with or incident to a journey eithematigg within or
terminating within the corporate limits of the City.

4. That this ordinance become effective upon the erection at aiithef such designated traffic
route appropriate signs giving notice to the public of such prohibitedtdcted use and upon its
publication as required by law.

Sec. 13-10, No Parking Within Fifteen Feet of Fire Hydrant
1. It shall be unlawful for any person to park, cause to be parked, or pefveiparked,
any vehicle of which he or she is the owner, or of which he or sheubtaxlg and
control, within fifteen feet of any fire hydrant within the corpoltatets of the City of
Terrell Hills, Texas.

2. The word “park” and its derivatives, when used in this article, shadin to stop a
vehicle and let it stand for more than three minutes upon a public street.

3. A police officer may order the removal and impoundment of any vehickegan
violation of this ordinance.

4. Any person violating the provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty offanse and
upon conviction shall be fined not more than two hundred dollars.

Sec. 13-11, No Parking in Alley

I. That no person shall park any vehicle within any alley of thei€guch a manner or under
such conditions as to leave available less than ten feet (10")widtheof the roadway for the free
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movement of vehicular traffic.

2. That no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle within anyraliegh position as to block
the driveway entrance to any abutting property.

3. That the presence of any unattended vehicle in any alley oftthpatked in violation of
either of the two preceding paragraphs of this ordinance shall ba face evidence that the
registered owner of such vehicle was the person who parked such atlsotsh location and in
such manner.

4. That the parking of any such vehicle in violation of the provisions ®btidinance shall
constitute an offense the punishment for which shall be a fine not to exceed two hundred dollars.

Sec. 13-12, Parking of Commercial Vehicles

1. Effective November 1, 1974 it shall be unlawful for any person to patlkeawe unattended
any commercial type motor vehicle having a capacity rating of more than oapdoany public
street or alley of the City of Terrell Hills between the Isoof 12:00 o'clock midnight and 5:00
o'clock a.m.

2. During the interim between the effective date of this ordinamderas date it shall be the
duty of any police officer observing any such motor vehicle parked hdpmypain any public street
or alley during the hours referred to in the preceding paragraph g th@iowner or person in
charge of such vehicle of the provisions hereof and the effective date.

3. Commencing November 1, 1974 any person violating this ordinance shall be ginyishe
fine of not more than $200.00.

Sec. 13-13, No Street Parking Between 2 and 5 a.m.

1. No person shall at any time park or leave standing any vehiclar, vebicle, or boat, on any
street or alley in the City of Terrell Hills between the Isooir2:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. There is a
presumption that any vehicle so parked was parked by the registered owner of that vehicle.

2. Any person who violates any provision of this ordinance shall be giidty offense and
upon conviction thereof in Municipal Court of Terrell Hills shall beti no more than $200. Each
day's violation shall be a separate offense.

3. Any vehicle, motor vehicle, or boat, that is left parked or standiagystreet or alley in the
City of Terrell Hills between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m.magmoved by the Police
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Department, but only after Police Department personnel havesfitstd (1) a written warning, and
then (2) a written parking citation within a twelve month period.

4. Any persons owning or occupying premises in the City of Terikdliday apply in person
to the Chief of Police for a permit for parking on a city stréeting the prohibited hours, any motor
vehicle owned by persons occupying such premises. This permit siedubd by the Chief of
Police, unless such parking creates a traffic hazard or othemdisesely impacts public safety.
This permit will be in the form of a decal to be displayed on thestield of the vehicle above the
vehicle’s registration decal.

5. Any persons owning or occupying premises may obtain a temporary fograperiod not
to exceed ten days for visitors or persons temporarily staying at such preimspssgess motor
vehicles that might be parked on the street during the prohibited haatsteégnporary permit shall
have an expiration date and be placed on the dashboard on the driver's pumiedr in a
conspicuous place at the police department. Temporary permits noayaosed from the police
department during business hours prior to the time such vehicle is pardeghonic permission
may be obtained for overnight parking. Such permit shall be granted solgsparking creates a
traffic hazard or otherwise adversely impacts public safety.

1. That the Terrell Hills Police Department is authorize@éngporarily close off any street or
establish one-way traffic on any section of street within tlydimits of the City of Terrell Hills for
purposes of expediting the flow of traffic.

2. That the Terrell Hills Police Department is authorizeénagaorarily restrict parking on any
street in the City for purposes of expediting the flow of traffic.

3. That the disobeying of the temporary traffic control devicestuctions by a police officer
shall constitute an offense, the punishment for which shall be a fire [&fss than $2.00 nor more
than $200.00.

Sec. 13-15, No Parking Off Pavement in Residential Area

1. Definitions As used herein the terms "front yard set back area" ofieglans that portion of
the lot between the building set back line and the front street pydpertas established by the
Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance No. 634; and the term "side yaraketea" of a lot means that
portion of the got between the building set back line and a sidestopetrty line as established by
said Ordinance.
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2. It shall be unlawful for any person owning or having control of any Mghioat, trailer,
camper, or motorcycle to park or allow it to be parked in the front yard set baak arehe side
yard set back area of any lot located in the A Residential Zotieeo€ity of Terrell Hills as
established by the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance No. 634 unless:

A. ltis parked upon a clearly defined and permanently constructesvdy serving said lot; or

B. It is parked upon a permanently maintained parking area constructed of brick,esasrcret
asphalt to define the parking area, and provided that the perrpandng area does not exceed
50% of the average “greenspace” in the front yard setback areaier the space occupied by

a normal circular driveway. *

C. Itis parked in a permanently maintained parking area constratterick, concrete or
asphalt to define the parking area and being screened from thenadfaeet, except for the
entrances providing ingress and egress, by a privacy wall or fence.

3. Aviolation of this ordinance shall be punishable by a fine nothass#1.00 nor more than
$200.00 and each day that a violation continues shall be a separate offense.

4. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its pasapgeyval and publication
according to law.

Sec. 13-19, Construction in the Public Right-of-Way
SECTION 1- FINDINGS AND PURPOSE.
The purpose of this Ordinance is to:

(A) Assistin the management of Facilities place@dn or over the Public Right-of-Way in order to
minimize the congestion, inconvenience, visual thpad other adverse effects, and the costs to the
citizens resulting from the placement of facilitreghin the Public Right-of-Way;

(B) Govern the use and occupancy of the Public Riglitay;

(C) Assist the City in its efforts to protect the paltiealth, safety and welfare;

(D) Conserve the limited physical capacity of thblie Right-of-Way held in public trust by the City;
(E) To preserve the physical integrity of the streststaghways; To control the orderly flow of
vehicles and pedestrians; Keep track of the differentiehtising the right-of-way to prevent
interference between them;

(F) Assist on scheduling common trenching and street cuts; and

(G) Protect the safety, security, appearance and condition of the Public Right-of-Way.
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This Ordinance may be referred to as the “Construction in the RRight-of-Way Ordinance.
SECTION 2-AUTHORITY; SCOPE
This Ordinance applies to all Persons that placdifies in, on or over Public Right-of-Way.
SECTION 3 — DEFINITIONS
In this Chapter:

(A) Affiliate means a Person who controls, is coltéd by, or is under common control with a
Provider.

(B) Certificated Telecommunications Provider means the same asah@overnment Code
Section 283.002(2) [any entity that has been granted a certifioatdlie Texas Public Utility
Commission under Chapter 54 of Tex. Utility Codehatizing that entity to provide local
exchange telephone service].

(C) City means The City of Terrell Hills, Texas. As used throughthe term City also
includes the designated agent of the City.

(D) City Manager means the City Manager of the City or the City Managergndesi

(E) Direction of the City means all ordinances, laws, rules, resolyt@masregulations of the
City that are not inconsistent with this Ordinaacel that are now in force or may hereafter be
passed and adopted.

(F) Facilities means any and all of the wires, cables, fibers, shattes, manholes, poles,
conduits, underground and overhead passagewaysthedequipment, structures, plant and
appurtenances and all associated physical equigiaeet in, on or under the Public Rights of Way.

(G) Person means a natural Person (an individual), corporation, company, tagsocia
partnership, firm, limited liability company, joiaénture, joint stock company or association, and
other such entity.

(H) Public Right-of-Way means the same as in threaBeocal Government Code, § 283.002(6),
[the area on, below, or above a public roadwalivtey, street, public sidewalk, alley, waterwaytiity
easement in which thaunicipality has an interest. The term does ndtidecthe airwaves above a
Public Right-ofWay with regard to wireless telecommunications.]

SECTION 4 - MUNICIPAL AUTHORIZATION REQUIRED

City of Terrell Hills Code Chapter 13--Traffic & Streets

(A) Any Person seeking to place Facilities on,riower the Public Right-of-Way shall first file an
application for a building permit with the City astall abide by the terms and provisions of this
Ordinance pertaining to use of the Public RightAGty.

(B) Any Person, except a Certificated Telecommuiioa Provider, prior to placing,
reconstructing, or altering Facilities in, on oeothe Public Right-of-Way, must obtain separate
municipal authorization from the City.

(C) Any Person with a current, unexpired conseartichise, agreement or other authorization from
the City ("Grant") to use the Public Right-of-Way that igfiect at the time this Ordinance takes
effect shall continue toperate under and comply with that Grant untilGnant expiresr until it is
terminated by mutual agreement of the City andPdrson, or terminated as otherwise provided for
in law.

SECTION 5 - ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT.
(A) The City Manager shall administer and enformapliance with this Ordinance.

(B) A Person shall report information related te tise of the Public Right-of-Wayat the City
Manager requires in the form and manner reasopabbgribed by the City Manager.

(C) The City Manager shall report to the City Council upon #terdchination that a Person has
failed to comply with this Chapter.

SECTION 6 - CONSTRUCTION OBLIGATIONS

A Person is subject to police power regulatiomeiCity to manage its Public Right-of-way in cortioec
with the constructiorexpansion, reconstruction, maintenance or repkaaifities in the Public Right-of-
way, pursuant to the City's rights as a custodigmiblic property, based upon the City's histagbts
under state and federal laws. Such regulationgdecbut are not limited to, the following:

(1) Atthe City's request, a Person shall furnish the City accurate and comfaetetion
relating to the construction, reconstruction, removal, maintenance, operation and repair of
Facilities performed by the Person in the Public Right-of-Way

(2) A Person may be required to place certain fasilwithin the Public Right-of-Way
underground according to applicable City requireisiabsent a compelling demonstration by the
Person that, in any specific instance, this requend is not reasonable or feasible nor is it eguall
applicable to other similar users of the PublicHRigf-Way.

(3) APerson shall perform operations, excavationdsgher construction the Public Right-of-
Way in accordance with all applical@lgy requirements, including the obligatitanuse trenchless
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technology whenever commercially economical andtjma and consistent with obligations on
other similar users of the Public Right-of-Way. Tigy shall waive the requirement of trenchless
technology if it determines that the field condisowvarrant the waiver, based upon information
provided to the City by the Person. All excavatiand other construction in the Public Right-of-
Way shall be conducted so as to minimize interfazevith the use of public and private propefty.
Person shall follow all construction directionsegivby the City in order to minimize any such
interference.

(4) A Person must obtain a permit, as required by egiple City codes, prior to any excavation,
construction, installation, expansion, repair, reatokelocation or maintenance of the Person's
Facilities. Once a permit is issued, the Persati give to the City a minimum of forty-eight (48)
hours notice (which could be at the time of theasge of the permit) prior to undertaking any of
the above listed activities on its Network in, onunder the Public Right-of-Way. The failure of
the Person to request amiotain a permit from the City prior to performingyaof the above listed
activities in, on, or over any Public Right-of-Wagxcept in an emergency as provided for in
Subsection (11) below, will subject the Person stap-work order from the City and enforcement
action pursuant to the City's Code of Ordinandighe Person fails to act upon any permit within
90 calendar days of issuance, the permit shallbedovalid, and the Person will be required to
obtain another permit.

(5) When a Person completes construction, expansiamseaction, removal, excavation
otherwork, the Person shall promptlystore the Right-of-Way in accordance with applie&ity
requirements. A Person shall replace and propeldy and repair the surface, base, irrigation
system and landscape treatment of any Public Rigi\tay that may be excavated or damaged by
reason of the erection, construction, maintenamcespair of the Person's Facilities within thirty
(30) calendar days after completion of the workdaoordance with existing standards of the City in
effect at the time of the work.

(6) Upon failure of a Person to perform any such remaieplacement work, and five (5) days

after written notice has been given by the City to the Peaddhe sole cost and expense of the
Person, the City may repair such portion of the Plibgbt-of-Way as may have been disturbed by
the Person, its contractors or agents. Upon resegt invoice from the City, the Person shall pay
the City for the costs so incurred within thirtP{®alendar days from the date of the City invoice.

(7) Should the City reasonably determine, within two (2) years filoendate of the
completion of the repair work, that the surfaceseyarrigation system or landscape treatment
requires additional restoration work to meet exisstagndards of the City, a Person shall perform
such additional restoration work to the satisfaction of the City, sutgell City remedies as
provided herein

(8) Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the City determines thatfailure of a Person to
properly repair or restore the Public Right-of-Véapstitutes a safety hazard to the public, the City
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may undertake emergency repairs and restorationt®ffAt the sole cost and expense of the
Person, the Person shall promptly pay the City faragts incurred by the City within thirty (30)
calendadays from the date of the City invoice.

(9) A Person shall furnish the City with construntans and maps showing the location and
proposed routing of new construction or reconsiadit least fifteen (15) days before beginning
construction or reconstruction that involves an alteration tattiece or subsurface of the Public
Right-of-way. A Person may not begin constructionil the location of new Facilities and
proposed routing of the new construction or reconstmietia all required plans and drawings
have been approved in writing by the City, which approval willb@otinreasonably withheld,
taking due consideration of the surrounding area andhattee locations for the Facilities and
routing.

(20) If the City Manager declares an emergency with regard thehéh and safety of the
citizens and requests by written notice the removalbatement of Facilities, Rersonshall
remove or abate the Person's Facilities by the deadline providedGitythdanager's request.
The Person and the City shall cooperate to the extent possib$eite asntinuity of service. If
the Person, after notice, fails or refuses to act, the City may remove or alfatalitiyeat the
sole cost and expense of the Person, without paying comperteaherPerson and without the
City incurring liability for damages.

(11) Except in the case of customer service interruptions and imminenttbgproperty or
Person ("Emergency Conditions"), a Person may na@vexte the pavement of a street or public
Right-of-Way without first complying with City reqeements. The City Manager designee shall
be notified immediately regarding work performed under such Emergsomitions, and the
Person shall comply with the requirements of City standards foregteration of the Public
Right-of-Way.

(12) Within forty-five (45) days of completion of each new permitted section of a Person's
Facilities, the Person shall supply the City witkcamplete set of "as built" drawings for the
segment in a format used in the ordinary course of the Person'sdsuairee as reasonably
prescribed by the City, and as allowed by law.

(13) The City may require reasonabtending requirements of a Person, as are requiiather
entities that place Facilities in the Public Rigiiway:.

SECTION 7 - CONDITIONS OF PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY OCCUP ANCY

(A) Inthe exercise of governmental functions, the Ratyfirst priority over all other uses of the
Public Right-of-way. The City reserves the rightdy sewer, gas, water, and other pipe lines or
cables and conduits, and to do underground antheadmwork, and attachments, restructuring or
changes in aerial Facilities in, across, along; ovender a public street, alley or Public Right-of-
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Way occupied by a Person, and to change the addwalks or the grade of streets.

(B) The City shall assign the location in or over thblle Right-of-Way among competing users
of the Public Right-of-Way with due considerationtte public health and safety considerations of
each user type, and to the extent the City can detnade that there is limited space available for
additional users, may limit new users, as allowadku state or federal law.

(C) Ifthe City authorizes abutting landowners to occupy spacer tinel surface adny public
street, alley, or Public Right-of-Way, the gramatoabutting landowner shall be subject to thesigh
of the previously authorized user of the Public Right-of-Way. Ity closes or abandons a
Public Right-of-Way that contains a portion of a Person's Fasilithe City shall close or
abandon such Public Right-of-Way subject to the rights of the Person.

(D) If the City gives written notice, a Person shatl,ita own expense, temporarily or
permanently, remove, relocate, change or altepdiséion of Person's Facilities that are in the
Public Right-of-Way within 120 days, except in cimtstances that require additional time as
determined by the City based upon information tediby the Person. For projeetgected to
take longer than 120 days to remove, change aratelpthe City will confer with Person before
determining the alterations to be required andtitheng thereof. The City shall give notice
whenever the City has determined that removalcagion, change or alteration is reasonably
necessary for the construction, operation, repagintenance or installation of a City or other
governmental public improvement in the Public RightVay. This section shall not be construed
to prevent a Person's recovery of the cost of atilme or removal from private third parties who
initiate the request for relocation or removal, staall it be required if improvements are solety fo
beautification purposes without prior joint deliggon and agreement with Person.

If the Person fails to relocate Facilities in timeet allowed by the City in this Section, the Person
can be subject to liability to the City for sucheyeand as set forth in the City Codes or Ordinance
now or hereafter enacted.

Notwithstanding anything in this Subsection (D3, @ity Manager and a Person may agree in writing to
different time frames than those provided aboeraftimstances reasonably warrant such a change.

(E) During the term of its Municipal Consent, asé@rmay trim trees in or over the Right-of-Way
for the safe and reliable operation, use and maniee of its Facilities. All tree trimming shadl b
performed in accordance with standards promuldat#ae City. Should the Person, its contractor
or agent fail to remove such trimmings within twefadur (24) hours, the City may, at the sole cost
and expense of the Person, remove the trimmings or have thewegkrand upon receipt of a
bill from the City, the Person shall promptly phag City for all costs incurred within thirty (30)
working days.

(F) Persons shall temporarily remove, raise or totsaerial Facilities to permit the moving of
houses or other bulky structures, if the City giwesten notice of no less than 48 hours. The
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expense of these temporary rearrangements shatkitieby the party or parties requestanty
benefiting from the temporary rearrangements. dpargy require prepayment or prior posting of
a bond from the party requesting temporary move.

SECTION 8 - INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

A Person shall obtain and maintain insurance inatineunts prescribed by the City with an
insurance company licensed to do business in Hie 8t Texas acceptatitethe City throughout
the term of a Municipal Consent conveyed under@higpter. A Person shall furnish the City with
proof of insurance at the time of the request tolding permits. The City reserves the right to
review the insurance requirements and to reasoadjlgt insurance coverage and limits when the
City Manager determines that changes in statudevydourt decisions, or the claims history of the
industry or the Person require adjustment of therage. For purposes of this section, the City wil
accept certificates of self-insurance issued bysthge of Texas or letters written by the Person in
those instances where the State does not issudedtarls, which provide the same coverage as
required herein. However, for the City to accemttsletters th&erson must demonstrate by
written information that it has adequétencial resources to besalf-insured entity as reasonably
determined byhe City, based dimancial information requested by and furnisheithéoCity. The
City's current insurance requirements are describ&ahibit "A" attached hereto.

Person shall furnish, at no cost to the City, comkcertificates of insurance evidencing the
coverage required by this Section to the City. Titg may request the deletion, revision or
modification of particular policy terms, conditigrignitations or exclusions, unless the policy
provisions are established blaa or regulation binding the City, the Persortherunderwriter. If

(7) is a public nuisance.

SECTION 2. The fact that the work contemplated under the above mehaigre=ment is needed,
creates an emergency which for the immediate preservation of the publichesdite,safety and
general welfare requires that this Ordinance take effecenirately from and after its passage and it
is accordingly so ordained.

Sec. 13-35, No Repairs of Vehicles in Public View

1. As used in this ordinance the following words and phrases shall Iraveeanings
respectively ascribed to them:

(a) Vehicle means every device in, upon and by which any person or property is to be
transported upon a highway except devices moved by human power.

(b) Residence Districheans that area of the city as shown on the official zoning snép a
Residential".

(c) Major Repairsneans any maintenance procedure with reference to any vehiclke whic
results in the removal from the vehicle of any material paheothassis, body or drive train, if any,
for a continuous period of 48 hours or more.
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2. Upon notice that a vehicle is undergoing major repairs in the pidacat any location in
the residence district of the city, it shall be duty of theetaty-manager or any police officer to give
written notice to either (1) the person making such major repdi2$ tire person having possession
of the vehicle of the provisions of this ordinance and to direct the psosoatified to cease and
desist such major repairs and to either (1) restore to the vahiphlats removed from it during the
maintenance procedure or (2) remove the vehicle from public viewhar eent within 24 hours
immediately next following receipt of such written notiéethe event no person making such major
repairs or in possession of the vehicle can be found at the siterepties, the notice required by
this ordinance shall be sufficient if affixed to the vehicle witeran be readily found and observed.
The person giving such notice shall endorse upon the notice the date antbhthe hotice is
given and shall sign his name and official capacity.

3. The failure by any person so notified to comply with said notidecivestitute an offense
punishable by a fine not exceeding $200.00 with each day the violation contimgea beparate
offense.

4. Nothing in this ordinance shall apply to repairs to a vehicle wdmetconducted in an
enclosed garage or other building or which are performed in thgarebarea of a dwelling where
the vehicle is screened from public view by a fence, shrubbery or other means.

Sec. 13-36, Abandoned Vehicles

1. For the purposes of this ordinance an abandoned vehicle means a moterthahis
inoperable and more thdive* years old and left unattended on public property for more than 48
hours; or a motor vehicle that has remained illegally on public psojper period of more than 48
hours; or a motor vehicle that has remained on private property witieocomnsent of the owner or
person in control of the property for more than 48 hours; or a motor vehicle left unateritied
right-of-way of a designated county, state, or federal highwayiwihis City for more than 48
hours.

2. Any abandoned vehicles that shall be found standing or parked in violatamy ofty
ordinance, or any vehicle that may be abandoned or left in any publi¢ pta@ey wrecked or
disabled vehicle that constitutes a traffic hazard shall be thatedy removed to and impounded in
the police automobile pound provided by the city for such purposes, (vehmleseddor evidence
will be stored in the city owned facility - all other vehicliegppounded will be stored in the contract
impound facility) by any police officer, or other persons duly authoebacting under and by
authority and direction of any member of the police departmatticles may also be impounded by
police officers for the following reasons (1) impeding traffec,automobile accident or illegally
parked vehicle which impedes the efficient flow of traffic (2)news consent (3) stolen vehicle or
reasonable cause to believe stolen (4) abandoned or mechanicatlyelstethat it creates a hazard
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or danger to others using public street (5) DWI driver and no one else aviltddte vehicle (6)
driver under custodial arrest and no other alternatives available other than impatitmimsure
protection of vehicle (7) specific forfeiture or seizure statute.

3. Any vehicle so removed and impounded shall be towed to the automobile poumakthat
been provided for the storage of such vehicles; said vehicle so towed amabunded shall be
retained and held at such pound until all charges for towing and storage agdinsisale shall
have been paid to the duly authorized person in charge of said pound. & $eraffive dollars
($5.00) per day each day that a vehicle, impounded for evidencensamder the control and in the
possession of the police department and stored in the city owned impailityd fatt be collected
by the police department before the impounded vehicle is released.agestee per day for each
day as specified by contract with the contract impound facilitgfompounded vehicles stored in
such facility will be charged.

4. The police department after taking into custody a motor vehidleashiéy not later than the
10th day after taking the motor vehicle into custody, by certifiedi nediirn receipt requested, the
last known registered owner of the motor vehicle and all lien hotdferscord pursuant to the
Certificate of Title Act (Article 6687-1, Vernon's Texas CiStlatutes), that the vehicle has been
taken into custody. The notice shall describe the year, make, modeelaicte identification
number of the motor vehicle, set forth the location of the facility where the motoreveshiing
held, inform the owner and any lien holders of their right to redlagnmotor vehicle not later than
the 20th day after the date of the notice, on payment of all towirsgrpegion, and storage charges
resulting from placing the vehicle in custody. The notice shallsiige that the failure of the owner
or lien holders to exercise their right to reclaim the veldlein the time provided shall be deemed
a waiver by the owner and lien holders of all right, title, andesten the vehicle and their consent
to the sale of the abandoned motor vehicle at a public auction. If the identity of tlegilstered
owner cannot be determined, if the registration contains no addresefomvner, or if it is
impossible to determine with reasonable certainty the identityaddoesses of all lien holders,
notice by one publication in one newspaper of general circulatiba area where the motor vehicle
was abandoned is sufficient. The notice by publication may contain redigiphgs of abandoned
vehicles, shall be published within the time requirements prescrilvetbfice by registered or
certified mail, and shall have the same contents required force hgtregistered or certified mail.
The consequences and effect of failure to reclaim an abandoned motte sbhll be set forth in a
valid notice given pursuant to this section.

5. Impounded motor vehicles shall be released by the police offickarge of the police
automobile pound, after payment is made of any towing or storage sloafges, only upon receipt
of one of the following:

a. Submission of certificate of title or other satisfagboopf that the person applying for the
release is the owner of the vehicle.
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b. Submission of the certificate of title and of a current powattofney duly executed by
the owner requesting release to the person named therein and presenting same.

c. Ifany motor vehicle has not been claimed by the owner witheefif15) days after it has
been impounded, it may be released to the mortgagee holding therisdtown on the certificate
of title upon the following conditions:

(1) Submission by such mortgagee of his records showing that the (owor&gagor) is
then delinquent in payments on the said lien not less than sixty (60) days,

(2) Submission by said mortgagee of an agreement duly ssyatating the delinquency
and agreeing to indemnify the city in the original amount of sarddgainst all claims that
may arise out of such release, such indemnity agreement to be executeldhbyrggagee
and a surety company authorized to do business in Texas. Such agsdeatidratin form
approved by the City Attorney.

Nothing herein shall prevent the release of any motor vehicle lyessgn upon the service of
an order or judgment directing such release by a court of competent jurisdiction.

6. If an abandoned motor vehicle has not been reclaimed as provided drglitésice, the
police department shall sell the abandoned motor vehicle at a public auction. Propefiioéice
public auction shall be given one time in a newspaper of genengllation. The purchaser of the
motor vehicle takes title to the motor vehicle free and cleall iéns and claims of ownership, shall
receive a sales receipt from the police department, and is entitledstierr¢ige purchased vehicle
and receive a certificate of title. From the proceeds ofdleea an abandoned motor vehicle, the
police department shall reimburse itself for the expenses ohubion, the costs of towing,
preserving and storing the vehicle that resulted from pléieengbandoned motor vehicle in custody,
and all notices and publications costs incurred Any remainder fr@proceeds of a sale shall be
held for the owner of the vehicle or entitled lien holder for 90 daysheemdshall be deposited in a
special fund that shall remain available for the payment of autbwing, preserving, storage and
all notice and publication costs which result from placing other aband@mecles in custody,
whenever the proceeds from a sale of such other abandoned motor vegicissféicient to meet
these expenses and costs.

7. To the extent the provisions herein are in conflict with the pamgsof Ordinance 183 the
provisions herein will govern.

Sec. 13-37, Vehicles and Other Objects on Public Right-of-Way;

1. It shall be unlawful for any person to (a) park any motor vem@ay public street or public
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place for a continuous period of more than forty-eight hours; or (b) padame in any such place
at any time for the purpose of either displaying it for salesplaying advertising signs or posters
affixed to it or to repair it (except repairs necessitated by an emergency)

2. It shall further be unlawful for any person to park or leave stamaliagy public street or
public place any trailer, semi-trailer or house trailer not attached totartoacowing vehicle.

3. The fact that any such motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trafl@ouse trailer is found parked or
left standing in any public street or public place in the City atation of the provisions of this
ordinance shall be prima facie evidence that the owner theretli@psrson who parked or left the
same so standing.

*4. It shall further be unlawful for any person to place or leaveyrpablic street or alley any
object or substance, which, because of its size or nature, constitdeard to others using such
thoroughfare, or which substantially interferes with the free passage of settostalley.

5. Any person convicted of violating the provisions hereof shall be fineexeetding two
hundred dollars.
